E. COMBINING POV WEIGHT LIMITATIONS WHEN HUS BAND AND WIFE ARE

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G. SIZE LIMITATIONS

FigureK3-2, to pay the excess transporteticoss unless thd?OV is required by the
member/dependent(s) for medical reasons.

NOTE: Excess costs will be collected IAW Service regulations.

H. INSURANCE AND LICENS ING

1. US Insurance and Licensing, if required, will be the responsibility oftiseomer In some
States, armed forces btost Nation (HN)vehicle registrations, license plates, and licenses either
are not valid or are valid for only a very short time. Arrange to obtain these items prior to taking
delivery of your POV. Most state motor vele divisions will accept registrations of POVs by
mail. If you are returning from overseas, make arrangements prior to leaving your old duty
station for theCONUS You should insure your POV before taking delivery. Coverage must
meet minimum requirenmés prescribed by the state where your next duty station is located. Prior
arrangements may save you money, as you will be able to compare prices offered by various
insurance companies.

2. Overseas Insurance, taxes, and licensing vary from country to cpuiihe best sources of
information are your localO and your overseas sponsor. Remember, you are responsible for
obtaining insurance and licenses and paying any taxes. Be sure to check on these items well in
advance of making your shipmerhsurances often much more expensive overseas; research
this matter carefully prior to making your shipment.

. WHEN TO SHIP YOUR POV

days and/bless than a year remains on the current tour, the POV may be shipped only with
the approval of the OCONUSommandefCDR).

2. For Army, Marine CorpNavy, and Coast GuarBersonnel

a. POVs will be accepted when at least 12 months remain to be served at their current
OCONUSduty station at the time the vehicle is delivered to the loading port. An exception
is allowed if theOCONUSareaCDR or your commanding officer certifies the veleics
necessary in performance of official duties

J. TYPES OF POVS YOU MAY SHIP

NOTE 1: In the case of a leased vehicle, the customemust provide written authority from the
leasing company to have the vehicle transported to the new PDS, designated place, or other
authorized destination. All requirements stated in the lease are the responsibility of the customer
(See Para K below)

NOTE 2: A trailer, airplane, or any vehicle intended for commercial use is not a POV.

K. LEASED POVS

If your POV is leasedr a recorded lien existnd youplanto export thevehicle from the US to a
foreign countryyou must provide written approval from the "thjpdrty-in-interest” (leasing

company or lierholder), which provids that the vehicle may be exported. This written approval
must be on the leasing company's or-liefder's letterhead paper, and contain a complete description
of the vehicle, including the Vehicle Identification Number (VIN), the name of the owniener |

holder of the leased vehicle, and the telephone numbers at which that ownehotdammay be
contacted. The writing must bear an original signature of an official of the leasing companies or lien
holder, and state the date it was signed. Theemrapproval must include the leasing company or
lien-holder's acknowledgements that return shipment prior to théP@Sis a private matter between
the leasing company or lidrolder and you. All requirements stated in the lease agreement are your
regonsibility.

NOTE: AUnited Stateso means the continental United St
Virgin Islands of the United States, and the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands.

L. PROPANE TANKS

Vehicles with propane tanks are only accepted when the propane tank is an integral part of the vehicle
used to power the engine. If the propane tank is for other purposesjairés considerable cost for

removal, the tank must be purged and certifiddieethePOV is turned in at th&’PC. A label

should be affixed or tagged to the tank. The person turning in the vehicle must produce written
authority that the tank is empty or has been purddet certification must come from an individual

or firm autorized to purge propane tankdew tanks are considered to have met these requirements.
Loose tanks such as those used for gas stoves or barbeques, and are readily accessible for removal are
not accepted.

P. CONTRACTOR LIABILITY

S. NON-CONFORMING POVS

1. POVs imported to the US are subject to safety standards under the Motor Vehicle Safety Act of
1966, revised under thmported Vehicle Safety Compliance Act of 1988codified at 9
United States CodéJ(S.C) 301; bumper standards under Metor Vehicle Information and
Cost Act of 1972which became effective in 1978)cedified at 49 U.S.C. 325; and air
pollution control standards promulgated by the Environmental ProtectiamcpgEPA) under
the Clean Air Act of 1968as amended in 1977 and 1990.

2. These laws and regulations apply to importing POVs to any state of the US, the District of
Columbia, Puerto Rico, The Northern Mariana Islands, Guam, American Samoa, and the Virgin
Islands. Madifications required for nonconforming POVs to comply with US safety and
environmental standards are performed by registered importers and independent commercial
importers. As a general rule, all POVs less than 25 years old must comply wigpligkhble
federal motor vehicle safety standards, and all POVs less than 21 years old must comply with
federal emissions standards. Fulfillment of federal requirements does not relieve the member
from fulfilling requirements of a state or district of 8. For information regarding registration
or operation of aimported vehicle in a specific state, contact the Department of Motor Vehicles
or other appropriate agency. Vehicles manufactured to meet the federal motor vehicle safety
standards have a ciidation label affixed by the original manufacturer in the area of the driver
sidedoor. Vehicles manufactured to meet the federal motor vehicle emissions standards have an
emissions label affixed in the engine compartment stating that the vehicleUBeeRA
emissions standards. Vehicles lacking these certification labels are nonconforming and must be
brought into compliance.
